We seized the opportunity, ripped out the original 
seats, made repairs to the floor, and installed those

improvement!

That was 26 years ago. Alas, our seats need 

replacing again.  As all Masquers patrons know, 
they are tattered and worn, lumpy, narrow, noisy, 

and downright uncomfortable!  
The Board of Directors has contacted the Irwin 

Seating Company of Grand Rapids and discovered 

that replacing our seats is “do-able” at a cost we 

believe the community can help us afford.  We 

can replace our tired seats with BRAND NEW 

ones.  The seats we have chosen are ergonomically 
designed, substantially wider with comfortable 
cushions, and feature discreet aisle lighting.  We will 
soon have one of these new seats on display in the 
theater lobby.

We will ask the community, including local 
businesses and foundations, to help us raise funds, 

but we need your help, too.  We want to get this 
done by April 1, 2009.
